Pursuing its plan to
decongest Karol Bagh
Market, the North Municipal
Corporation of Delhi
increased rates of on-street
parking on Arya Samaj Road
from Friday.

This has been done on
both sides of an 800m stretch
from Punjab National Bank
(PNB) to Metro Mall.

Earlier this week, the
corporation had made the
Ajmal Khan Road in the
market pedestrian-only, by
installing bollards to restrict
entry of vehicles. The central
avenue of this road was
turned into a non-motorised
vehicle (NMV) zone with a
green belt at the centre.

Dedicated lanes
were marked for vendors,

e-rickshaws and cycles, and
street furniture like garden
lamps and benches installed.
Hoping to discourage
shoppers from parking
vehicles right in front of the
shops and rather use the
off-site parking facilities, the
rates for the first one hour of
parking on Arya Samaj Road
have been raised from Rs 20
to Rs 40. The rates for parking
of up to five hours have been
increased from Rs 50 to Rs 70,
and for more than five hours
have been hiked to Rs 300.
Motorists will now have
to compulsorily park their
cars parallel to the road and
not perpendicular or in any
other haphazard way. For
this, the civic body officials
are also painting a yellow
line on the road to mark the
authorised parking area and
putting up signboards with

the new rates.

Parking attendants
have been instructed
on the changes and their

hand-held devices have
also been modified to issue
parking slips accordingly.
“This is part of the entire

Karol Bagh Market upgrade
plan under the guidance
of a high-power committee
formed by the ministry

of home affairs in 2018.
Similar plans to decongest
other popular markets of
the city like Kamla Nagar
Market and Sadar Bazar
are on the anvil,” a senior
North municipal corporation
official said. “The higher on-
street parking model will be
replicated on all the roads in
Karol Bagh market — Padam
Singh Road, Tank Road,
Hardhyan Singh Road, etc.
gradually. Shoppers will be
hugely relieved to find these
roads free of congestion, and
vehicles can easily be parked
at our Pusa Lane Road stack
parking facility, Bank Street
MC Primary School ground
level parking, ete.,” another
north civie body official said.

footfall goes up to 30,000 a
day and more on weekends
and festivals.

Mlshra (32) lived Wlth his
wife Pooja Rai, an MBA
graduate, in Kishangarh. On
March 16, the Kishangarh
police station was informed
by Fortis Hospital, Vasant
Kunj, that a woman (Rai)
was brought dead. “Rai was
brought in by her husband.

On April 27 her autopqy
report revealed that she was
murdered. Questioning of
Rai’s family and neighbours
revealed that one of her

husband’s friends, Padma
Tiwari (33), a resident of
Mayur Vihar, had visited Rai
at her house a day before her

death,” deputy commissioner
of police (southwest) Devender
Arya, said.

Technical surveillance
revealed Tiwari was in touch
with Mishra, Arya said.
Tiwari was interrogated. “Her
statement was compared with
Mishra’s and discrepancies

were noticed. They were
confronted and with calls
and surveillance data after
which they confessed,” the
officer said.

Tiwari and Mishra
allegedly disclosed they
studied together in
Sindri, Jharkhand, from
kindergarten to class 12 and
were close. “After school, they
could not keep in touch. In
April 2015, Tiwari was added
to their school’s WhatsApp
group where she found
Mishra’s contact number
and they got in touch,” the
DCP said.

Arya said that over the
next few years, the two
rekindled their relationship.
“InJanuary 2017, Mishra was
forced by family to marry Rai.
Mishra even told Rai about
his relationship with Tiwari,
but Rai did not object and
they got married,” he said.

In October 2018, on
Mishra’s request, Rai, who
was working with a Gurugram
firm, contacted Tiwari to help
her get a job. “Tiwari said Rai
would often taunt her over
her past relationship with
her husband. The bitterness
grew so much that Tiwari and
Mishra decided to get rid of
Rai,” Arya said.

Police said on March 16,
when Mishra had left for office
and Rai was at home, Tiwari
visited her on the pretext
of seeking her help with a
job offer. “Tiwari laced Rai’s
drink. As Rai started feeling
unwell, Tiwari overpowered
her and hit her head against
the ground repeatedly until
she died. Tiwari then wrote
a fake suicide note and put it
close to Rai’s body and took
the juice glasses with her so
that the police could not find
her fingerprints,” Arya said.

AAP’s Gandhi Nagar
MLA joins BJP, says he
was ‘ill-treated’

In a setback to the Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) and amid
allegations of horse trading, Anil Bajpai, the party’s MLA
from east Delhi’s Gandhi Nagar Friday joined the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP). Bajpai’s defection, however, will not lead
to a bypoll on the Gandhi Nagar seat as the assembly elections
in the national capital are due early next year. Joining the
saffron party, nearly a week ahead of Delhi’s polling day (May
12) in the Lok Sabha elections, Bajpai alleged that he was “ill-
treated” and “humiliated” by AAP. “There is no point being in
a party where there is no respect for you. I am hurt by these
things and so have taken this step,” he said after joining the
BJP, in the presence of party national vice-president and city
BJP in-charge Shyam Jaju and Union minister Vijay Goel.
Saying the AAP has drifted away from its ideology, Bajpai also
criticised the party’s east Delhi Lok Sabha candidate Atishi for
disrespecting him. While Atishi was not available for comment,
AAP leader and Delhi convener Gopal Rai said Bajpai’s move
vindicated the party’s claim that the BJP was trying to poach
its MLAs ahead of polling. Rai also alleged that Bajpai had

taken money from the BJP to join that party. “

It is obvious

that Bajpai is finding faults within the AAP. Bajpai had himself
come from the Congress. I want to ask why then was he was
so opposed to our alliance talks with the Congress? This itself
proves that his intentions were not sincere towards the AAP,”
Rai claimed. Bajpai said he had approached the BJP. “I did
not get any call from the BJP, in the way the AAP leadership
is suggesting. There is no question of me taking money.

Wearing a Nehru jacket
over formals, Aam Aadmi
Party’s (AAP) New Delhi
candidate Brijesh Goyal
on Thursday undertook
a campaign from 6am to
9.30pm, starting at Malviya
Nagar’s Deer Park and ended
it at the Ring Road market,
near Bhikaji Cama Place.

In his over-15-hour-long
campaign, the AAP first-
timer met voters ranging
from government employees,
senior citizens and traders to
slum dwellers.

the sitting MP Meenakshi
Lekhi, who is contesting the
election for a second time on
a Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) ticket. In a meeting
residents of slum clusters,
Goyal assured them a house
if voted to power.

In the evening, he held a
roadshow in Sarojini Nagar

and Laxmi Bai Nagar, where
he promised to regularise
contractual jobs.

Hans Raj Hans denies
AAP’s conversion claim,
plans legal action

Punjabi and Sufi singer and Bharatiya Janata Party’s
North West Delhi Lok Sabha candidate, Hans Raj Hans, on
Friday dismissed the Aam Aadmi Party’s (AAP) allegations
that he had converted to Islam. Hans said that he would
file a defamation case against Delhi chief minister Arvind
Kejriwal and other AAP leaders for “damaging” his image.
Hans, along with the leader of the Opposition in the Delhi
Assembly, Vijender Gupta, registered a complaint with the
chief electoral officer against Kejriwal. An official of the
Delhi CEO’s office confirmed that notices have been sent
to Arvind Kejriwal and others. The
AAP on Thursday had accused Hans
of converting to Islam in February
2014 and claimed he was not eligible
to fight the elections from North
West Delhi, which is reserved for
the Scheduled Caste (SC) category.
“I was born into a Valmiki family
and my mother worships Maharishi
Valmiki. She would have killed me if
I had converted,” Hans said. In a tweet )
on Thursday, AAP chief Kejriwal had alleged that Hans
would be declared ineligible to contest the polls and urged
the voters of North West Delhi not to waste their votes
on him. At a press conference on Thursday, Delhi’s social
welfare minister Rajendra Pal Gautam cited news reports
claiming Hans had converted to Islam and that he did not
disclose this information in his nomination papers. Hans
said that by making such allegations, the AAP leaders had
hurt the sentiments of the Valmiki community. “Kejriwal
is misleading the people of Valmiki community. He is
anti-Dalit as he did nothing for the Valmiki community.
By making such false allegations, Kejriwal has lost his
credibility,” Hans said. AAP Spokesperson, Saurabh
Bharadwaj, said, “It was widely reported in media that
Hans Raj Hans converted to Islam.

Tamil students say CM trying to ‘create
